FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster reported for a short month we had ninety runs for the month of February.  There were three working fires: kitchen fire, room/contents fire, and mobile home wiring.  The crews were amazing getting the each fire under control.  Also, the volunteer turn out has been great.  Training is back and running with a great turnout there, too.  Aethron has made a donation again this year for five sets of bunker gear.  We have received a partial reimbursement for the 2019 Lake Bistineau covid site.  It was for the amount of $18,800.00, which is about 80% of the bill.  The AT&T internet is up and working.  It is amazing to come to work and have the internet.  We have reached out to BPEMS about paying half of the monthly note for the internet service.  NIOSH is still going steady.  The cascade at station one will be down for at least a year.  We are having trouble finding someone to come and inspect it on video.  We are researching to see about putting a system at station four.  Chief Foster presented a FYI on the additional millage he is looking into.  He went over a informational packet that gives a brief synopsis.
