ALLOW VISITORS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:  There were no comments by any of the visitors.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster reported there were ninety-two runs for January.  We are off to a great start.  Training is back to full blast.  BPSTL is looking to start a Firefighter One class for high schoolers.  This will be great in getting our junior firefighter program back up and running.  The high schoolers would become juniors in the district they are from.  There is a discussion about setting up a parish wide training as there are some problems with the State Fire Marshal office and training.  Bossier City has opened up their academy for any new hires we want sent through.  There will be a fee.  We are in the process up setting up a Firefighter and Haz-Mat class, the cap will be twenty.  There was a brief discussion about Engine 2 replacement. The cost would be upwards of $530,000.00.  Replacing Car 2 was also discussed.  The state contract has been cancelled.  We are looking at going through a local dealer and obtaining three quotes.  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously approved the Fire Chief’s report.  Public comment: None.   

FINANCIAL REPORT: Ms. Jones asked if any members had questions.  Mr. Huckaby asked what the expense was in Vehicle: Maintenance/Repairs.  Ms. Jones informed the Board this was for the repairs on E-6.  There were no other questions or concerns.
