September 8, 2022
 
The Board of Commissioners for South Bossier Parish Fire District Two met in regular and legal session on September 8, 2022.  The President, Mr. Russell Kingrey, called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  The invocation was given by Chief Pilgrim followed by the pledge of allegiance. Ms. Twilla Jones called the roll with the following results:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Chambers, the Board unanimously approved the Board minutes from August 11, 2022.  Public comment:  None.

ALLOW VISITORS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:  There were no comments by any of the visitors.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster reported we had eighty-seven runs for the month of July with one structural event.  Upcoming in August will be the renaming of Hwy 527 to the Jessie Henry Memorial Highway in honor of Firefighter Jessie Henry.  It will take place on August 24th at 10:00 am.  We are still waiting on the concrete contractor.  The hiring process is still going on.  There was a brief discussion about how the millage publicity was going.  We are still training on the new fire software.  It is going great.  The burn ban was lifted.  The department received six pallets of covid PPE from down south.  Where there was at during the covid outbreak no one knows.  But we will be ready for the next one.  On a motion by Mr. Chambers, seconded by Mrs. Kingrey, the Board unanimously approved the Fire Chief’s report.  Public comment: None.   

FINANCIAL REPORT:    Ms. Jones asked Chief Foster to explain the insurance rebate to the Board.  Mr. Huckaby asked about the Legal/Professional line:  Ms. Jones stated it was for the new fire software, Cummins software (mechanic) and the annual payroll software renewal.  Ms. Jones explained the new purchasing statue.  The legislation has increased the monetary amounts from $10,000.00 to #30,000.00.   This means any purchases $30,000 or less require no bids.  Purchases $30,000 but less than $60,000.00 will require three (3) documented bids and purchases over $60,000.00 the department will advertise for bids.  There was a brief discussion about the changes to the policy.  On a motion by Mr. Faulk, seconded by Mrs. Kingrey, the Board unanimously approved the financial report.
