FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster was excited to announce to the Board the fire department will reach over one thousand (1,000) runs for 2023, even with the runs for November being slow.  Training for the year 2023 is finished and the department looks forward to 2024.  Our new apparatus to replace E-4 is coming along nicely.  We should be able to send a crew to Florida to go over the apparatus before it is shipped to Longview in February.  Our other two apparatuses should be here starting in January (E3) and E2 will be here the first quarter of 2025.  The January meeting is the opening of the bids for new SCBA equipment.  The Civil Service Board will be opening up the test results for the Fire Mechanic testing in November.  After a meeting with the owner of the building we were looking at leasing, this option is no longer on the table.  There were items in the lease contract the owner would not agree to and the lease price went up.  We are still looking into office options.  There was a brief discussion about what to do with E3 and the RE when new trucks arrive.  This will be looked at and discussed at a late date.  On a motion by Mr. Murray, seconded by Mr. Chambers, the Board unanimously approved the Fire Chief’s report.  Public comment: None.
