    January 11, 2024
 
The Board of Commissioners for South Bossier Parish Fire District Two met in regular and legal session on January 11, 2024.  The Vice-President, Mr. John Murray, called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  The invocation was given by Chief Pilgrim followed by the pledge of allegiance.  Ms. Jones called the roll with the following results:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Chambers, the Board unanimously approved the Board minutes for the regular meeting and the special public meeting from December 14, 2023.  Public comment:  None.  

BID OPENING FOR SCBA’s:  There were no electronic bids per the Bossier Parish Police jury representative.  There was one (1) bid received on time and had all the required specifications.  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously accepted the bid from Casco for $205,397.00.  On a motion by Mr. Chambers, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously approved for Chief Foster to sign all contracts with Casco.  Public comment:  None.

ALLOW VISITORS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:  There were no comments by any of the visitors.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster informed the Board 2023 ended with 1099 calls.  There were two (2) structure fires in December.  One on Hwy.71 and a mutual aid in Doyline.  There was no training for the month of December.  The hiring process is up and running.  We had one (1) person pass the mechanic test.  There were eight (8) applicants for the full-time slots.  We are in the process of agility testing.  E-6 has been out of service since March, 2023, It was returned to the department only for us to find out the engine had not been fixed.  It is now back in the shop for pump issues.  We are waiting to a quote to fix the issues.  The new E-3 has a few items to be installed on it and should be ready next month.  There are three (3) people going to Florida next week to do an inspection on the new E-4.  Then hopefully it will be on its way to Longview.  On a motion by Mr. Chambers, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously approved the Fire Chief’s report.  Public comment: None.   

FINANCIAL REPORT: Ms. Jones informed the Board of the revised 2023 budget.  This is due to the department usage of the committed funds for vehicle purchases, fire equipment, and office items.  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously approved the revised 2023 budget.  Ms. Jones also informed the Board about the small millage check on the report.  This was for the new millage starting to be collected.  On a motion by
