    February 8, 2024
 
The Board of Commissioners for South Bossier Parish Fire District Two met in regular and legal session on February 8, 2024.  The President, Mr. Russell Huckaby, called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  The invocation was given by Chief Foster followed by the pledge of allegiance.  Ms. Jones called the roll with the following results:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  On a motion by Mr. Murray, seconded by Mrs. Kingrey, the Board unanimously approved the Board minutes for the regular meeting and the special public meeting from January 11, 2024.  Public comment:  None.  

ALLOW VISITORS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD:  There were no comments by any of the visitors.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Foster informed the Board there were 105 runs for January.  We are off to a good start.  Training for the department is up and running full force.  The plan is to go in a week and pick-up the replacement truck for E4.  The new E3 is waiting on some parts which should take about three weeks.  We are currently waiting on parts for E-6.  They have discovered the old E4 has a crack in the tank and will need to be replaced, that will be a repair in the very near future.  We will have a new firefighter employed with the department starting February 7th.  Joshua Dunn will be joining our ranks on “B” shift.  We also have a current firefighter, Todd Owers, who will become the new mechanic when Philp Coleman retires.  The training building committee is still looking at different buildings.  The new SCBA’s will be delivered on Tuesday.  Chief Foster reminded the Board of the upcoming birth of his daughter and that he will be taking maternity leave.  Mr. Murray asked about the old B1, Chief Foster stated the truck will be used for training and then scrapped.  On a motion by Mrs. Kingrey, seconded by Mr. Faulk, the Board unanimously approved the Fire Chief’s report.  Public comment: None.   

FINANCIAL REPORT: Ms. Jones informed the Board we had received our first millage check.  She has revised the financial report to show the breakdown of the different millages.
